When faith actually moved mountains (Part 2)

After his ordination, he distributed half of his wealth to the needy and
used the other half for building churches throughout Egypt. AS for Al-
Muizz, he was known for tolerance and interest in debates on religious
matters. He had a non Christian minister called Ibn-Killis who informed
him that it is written in the book of the Nazarines (New Testament of
course) that ‘If you have faith as a mustard seed, you will say to the
mountain move from here to there, and it will move.’ (Matt. 17:20 and
Mark 11:23) He showed this verse to the Calph and persuaded him to
challenge the Pope (The name given to the religious of the Copts) to
order the Mokkattam (also spelled Muqattam) Mountain, east of Cairo,
to move if he had as little faith as the small mustard seed.
 The Caliph sent for the Pope and asked him if such a verse really existed.
When Abba Abraam affirmrd that it was true, Al-Muizz challenged him
to prove it or else the Copts would be subjected to the sword. The Pope
asked for a three-day respite. The situation was dire, the lives of his
people hung in the balance.   He went directly to St. Mary’s church, sent
for bishops and priest, and extorted them to fast and pray for the
duration of those three days. Before the down of the third day, the
Pope, exhausted by grief the long vigil he had kept, dozed off.
